This is a very exciting and memorable time for seniors and I would like to reach out to each of you to help detail the RUSD dance policy around prom.  Prom for 2016 will be held on May 20th and will begin at 7 pm at Park High School.  We will begin to open our doors at 6:30 pm for “red carpet” introductions.  This information has already been relayed to the seniors and can be found on the Park website www.rusd.org/park/dances.  As always, feel free to contact me if you have any questions or need clarification.  

· The Prom Policy began on October 1st and extend through May 19th
· Students can have up to 10 truancies and no more than 10 tardies during this timeframe.  

· You can gain access to Infinite Campus Family Access by coming into your student’s sub school and requesting the access code.  With this access you can view attendance updated in real time. 

· Students have 10 school days to clear any unexcused absence. 

· Students must have all of their fines and fees paid or to bring in the outstanding item.
· Students may have up to 3 suspensions. 
· Credit requirements for Prom

· Students at every grade level must prove they are on pace to graduate to attend Prom or post prom held by Rotary.

· Seniors – 18 credits/Juniors – 12 credits/Sophomores – 7 credits/Freshmen 3 credits  

· No student who has dropped out of school or has been expelled shall be permitted 

· Guest Forms are due into sub schools by 3 pm, Monday, May 15, 2017
· Guest forms must be completed for all guests attending with the senior 

· Guest forms can be found in the activities office, sub schools or on the Park website

· All guests must be at least in the 9th grade and cannot be older than 20 years of age. 

· Permits will be issued to all seniors on Tuesday, May 16th
· All prom attendees must have an ID the night of the event

· Prices will be determined once Rotary sets the price of Post Prom 
· Tickets will be sold on May 16th & 17th ONLY in the Activities Office (must have permit)
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
